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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR RAW SPACE
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	[image: image1.jpg]Volume Control:
	In order to provide pleasant surroundings for exhibitors and audience, to guarantee a business atmosphere, the official organizations in this show will make strict control to sound management for each booth.

All types of musical or audio-visual performance on site should not be over 60 decibel at any time, and the power rate of audio equipment must be under 50W. 

Audio equipment cannot be placed directly toward the neighboring stand.

For the exhibitors do not follow the rules and do not change after announce, there will be penalty 5000RMB and also cut down the electric supply.

Hanging signs:
	No stand structure, decoration, exhibit or display or furnishings may be extending beyond the boundaries of the stand. 

Raw space booth should ensure its openness and the closed area should be less than 60% of the whole booth area.

The exposed part of structure over neighboring stand should be properly decorated. 
The maximum permissible height is 6 meters for all booths.(Note: Only island stand of over 90㎡ is allowed to build up two-stairs booth and its design shall be subject to the approval of the fire control authority. The maximum height may not exceed 6 meters, and the area of second floor can only be used for small meetings.)

Following booths height is only allow 3.5 meters: 11001-11004、11131-11142,12001-12004、12131-12140,2001-2038,2139-2164
Hanging signs are not permitted in all booths. 
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	1） The material used in stand construction must be fire-retardant. The exposed part of wooden structure must be coated with at least three layers of fire-retardant material. Fabric material that used for stand decoration or covering must be laminated with fire-retardant material.
2） As to the installation of glass furnishings, to avoid injury, all glass installation should be made of toughened glass materials; edges of glass panels must have a smooth finish or some kind of guard. Stand elements at eye level made entirely of glass must be clearly marked.

3） Any use of elasticated cloth, surface halogen bulbs and neon light are prohibited.

4） Any self-adhesive materials such as stickers must be mounted on a base and then fixed onto the panels or grounds by Velcro or double-sided tape with fabric backing. Further it is the exhibitor’s responsibility to remove all the Velcro or double-sided tape with fabric backing before they leave at the end of the exhibition. Failure to comply with any of the above-mentioned condition will result in a penalty cost being claimed upon the exhibitors.

5） The Exhibition Hall does not provide facility of compressed air,      therefore, exhibitors are suggested to provide the facility of compressed air by themselves in case of need, and the compressed air equipment can only be placed at the open area.

	Fire Precaution:
	1） No stand construction and materials may be placed on the aisle or under the fire shuttle door and fire protection equipments (fire hose, ultra red, surveillance camera, fire exits, etc.) 
2） All materials used in the construction and decoration of an exhibit must be flame retardant. Painting, welding, gas welding and smoking are prohibited in the exhibition halls. Operations of any electric motor saw and electric plane are not permitted inside of the facility. Operations of any open flame work like electric welding and oxygen welding are prohibited within the facility.
3） Smoking is strictly prohibited in exhibition hall.

4） All materials must be contained within the booth and may not be posted or distributed anywhere in the show facilities. No materials of any kind is allowed to be stored, hanged or nailed on the aisle, stairs, before the lifts, fire protection equipments or any other designated service areas.
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	1） Any works high above the ground must use lifting equipment and service platform which have proof of compliance with safety standards, workers should fasten the safety belt. A safety area also should be marked out in job location, and appointing a special person to take care of them. Obvious warning sign should be set accordingly.   

2） It is exhibitor’s duty to guarantee all facilities within exhibition hall in good conditions during the construction date. Otherwise, the exhibitors or its appointed constructors shall be liable for the total loss resulting in and charge for the damage or pollution.
3） At the opening date of exhibition, a person from constructing company should be specifically appointed for on-site guarding, so as to handle emergency situations when needed.  
4） For those booths with potential safety hazard must rectify and improve in time when they get notification from the official floor manager.
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
